Review: Genesis 12-50

➢ Abraham | The Lord makes covenant promises 
to bring blessing to all the nations through 
Abraham’s family. 

➢ Jacob | The Lord passes on those covenant 
promises to Isaac and Jacob. 

➢ Jacob’s Sons | The Lord passes on those 
covenant promises to Judah’s line.



Preview: Exodus

➢ Plot: “God keeps his promises to have a special 
relationship with Abraham’s heirs by making a 
covenant with them. God chooses Moses to lead 
Israel out of Egypt and then uses him to reveal 
and explain God’s covenant to the people. At the 
end of this book, Israel should be ready to 
conquer the Promised Land.”

➢ People: Moses, Egypt’s Pharaoh, Aaron



Exodus 1-4 | Israel’s Enslavement & Moses’s Call

➢ Ex 1 | Israel grows 
numerous, and Egypt enslaves 
them.

➢ Ex 2 | Moses is raised in 
Pharaoh’s house and flees to 
Midian.

➢ Ex 3-4 | The Lord calls 
Moses to lead his people out 
of slavery.



Exodus 5-19 | The LORD’s plagues & Israel’s Exodus

➢ Ex 5-13 | The LORD afflicts 
Egypt with 10 plagues as 
Pharaoh resists the LORD.

➢ Ex 14 | The LORD rescues 
Israel through Exodus event.

➢ Ex 19 | At Sinai, The LORD 
gives Israel a global, royal 
mission.





Exodus 20-24 | The Heart of God’s Covenant

➢ The LORD establishes a 
covenant with Israel.

➢ Ex 20 | The 10 
Commandments are the 
heart of the covenant.

➢ Ex 21-24 | Other laws 
apply the 10 
Commandments to Israel’s 
life in the promised land.



Exodus 25-31 | Tabernacle Instructions

➢ The tabernacle is a 
portable sanctuary 
designed and 
commissioned by the 
LORD.

➢ The tabernacle is a place 
of sacrifice and prayer.

➢ The LORD gives 
instructions for service 
and construction. 



Exodus 32-34 | Covenant Breaking and Renewal

➢ Ex 32 | The people 
quickly return to idolatry.

➢ Ex 33 | Moses 
intercedes to save the 
people.

➢ Ex 34 | The LORD 
renews His covenant with 
the people.



Exodus 35-40 | Tabernacle Construction

➢ Ex 35 – 40 | The 
Israelites construct the 
tabernacle according to 
all the Lord’s words.

➢ Ex 40 | The glory of 
the LORD fills the 
tabernacle.
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
