Review: Genesis 1-11

» Gen 1-2: God created everything good and
gave humanity a blessing-commission.

» Gen 3-11: Humanity brought sin into creation
and spiraled into deeper darkness.

> Cain and Abel, Noah and Flood, Tower of Babel



Preview: Genesis 12-50

» Gen 12-22 (Abraham): The Lord makes
covenant promises to bring blessing to all the
nations through Abraham’s family.

» Gen 25-35 (Jacob): The Lord passes on those
covenant promises to Isaac and Jacob.

» Gen 37-50 (Joseph & Jacob’s Sons): The
Lord passes on those covenant promises to
Judah’s line.



Gen 12 - 22 | Abraham

» Gen 12:1-3, 7 | The Lord establishes covenant
promises with Abraham.

» Gen 15 | The Lord guarantees his covenant
promises to Abraham.

» Gen 17 | The Lord specifies his covenant
promises to Abraham.

» Gen 22 | The Lord confirms his covenant
promises to Abraham.



Gen 25 - 35 | Isaac and Jacob

» Gen 25 | The Lord sovereignly chooses Jacob to
recelve the covenant promises.

» Gen 25, 27 | Jacob tricks Esau into selling his
birthright and blessing.

» Gen 28-32 | The Lord humbles and transforms
Jacob, renaming him “Israel.”
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Gen 37 - 50 | Jacob’s Sons

» Gen 37 | Jacob’s favoritism and Joseph’s dreams
lead to Joseph being sold into slavery.

» Gen 38 - 41 | Joseph becomes second in
command in Egypt.

» Gen 42 - 46 | Jacob’s sons are humbled and
transformed, and the family is reunited.

» Gen 49 | Jacob passes the covenant promise
onto Judah’s line.
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
